	28 days

	5. Which part of the reproductive system is where a baby will grow? 
	Uterus (womb)

	6. Which part of the reproductive system is an opening found between the uterus and the vagina?
	Cervix 

	7. Every month, if an egg cell is not fertilised by sperm cells, the lining of the uterus will shed. What is this called?
	A period

	8. What is the umbilical cord for?
	Connects the foetus to the placenta

	9. What is the amniotic fluid?
	Liquid that surrounds and protects the foetus

	10. What is a foetus? 
	The developing baby during pregnancy

	11. What is gestation?
	Process where the baby develops during pregnancy

	12. What is fertilisation?
	When a sperm cell enters the egg cell

	13. How much of the genetic material comes from each parent?
	Half from each parent

	14. Describe how identical twins are formed.
	When the egg cell is fertilised, it splits in half and these two cells begin dividing on their own to form two foetuses.

	15. What is the purpose of the placenta?
	Allows oxygen and nutrients to pass from the mother to the baby

	16. How long should a human pregnancy be? 
	9 months (40 weeks)

	17. What is variation?
	The differences between and within species.

	18. What are the two types of variation?
	Genetic and environmental 

	19. What is an example of a characteristic caused by genetic variation?
	Eye colour, natural hair colour, blood group 

	20. What is an example of a characteristic caused by environmental variation?
	Scars, tattoos, language spoken 

	21. What is an example of a characteristic caused by both environmental and genetic variation?
	Skin colour, height, weight 

	22. Which part of the cell contains the genetic information?
	Nucleus 

	23. What word is used to describe a change in DNA?
	Mutation 

	24. What is the name for long coiled strands of DNA?
	Chromosomes 

	25. What is the name for short sections of DNA?
	Genes
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
