	1. What is a natural resource?
	Something found on Earth, which has not been made by humans. Such as trees, minerals, rocks.

	2. What is a finite resource?
	A resource that will run out one day.

	3. What is a renewable resource?
	A resource that can be replaced.

	4. Name a renewable resource.
	Solar, wind, geothermal, hydroelectric, wave, biogas

	5. What is recycling?
	Using old materials to make new products.

	6. Why is recycling good?
	Reduces the number of new resources needed and reduces the amount of waste piling up in landfill sites.

	7. What is potable water?
	Water with safe levels of bacteria and minerals, which is safe to drink.

	8. How can water be made potable?
	By filtering and removing harmful things.

	9. What is distillation?
	Boiling water and collecting the steam, condensing it back into a liquid, separating a soluble solid from the water.

	10. Why is distillation used?
	To get pure water from salty water.

	11. What is sewage treatment?
	Cleaning dirty water from homes and factories.

	12. What does desalination do?
	Removes salt from seawater.

	13. How can water be sterilised?
	UV – light, chlorine, Ozone

	14. What is sustainable development?
	Making products with minimal environmental impact.

	15. Why do we need to recycle metals?
	Metals are limited and take a long time to form, if we do not recycle, we will run out of them.

	16. What is bioleaching?
	Using bacteria to get metals from ores.

	17. What is phytomining?
	Using plants to absorb metals from soil.

	18. What is a life cycle assessment?
	Checking environmental impact of making a product.

	19. What can affect the choice of materials used for a product?
	Cost, availability, and environmental impact.

	20. What is corrosion?
	When metals react with air or water.

	21. How can corrosion be prevented?
	Painting or coating metals.

	22. What is the main metal in steel?
	Iron.

	23. What is alloy?
	A mixture of metals.

	24. Why make alloys?
	To make metals stronger or harder.

	25. Name a way to reduce waste.
	Recycling or reusing materials.
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
